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Pioneers Announce $5,000 in Scholarships

Pioneers began accepting scholarship
applications for the 2010-2011 academic year
on November 15th. Five $1,000 scholarships
will be awarded.

Eligibility requirements include:

The student must be a relative of a Pioneers
member (Regular, Life, Associate or Honorary
as defined by the Pioneers bylaws) but need
not be a dependent or nor live in the same
residence with the Pioneers member.

The student must be a high school senior
planning to enter an accredited post-secondary
institution or trade school upon graduation
from high school.

Applicants must have a minimum grade point
average of 2.50 on a 4.0 grade scale, 3.1 on a
5.0 grade scale or at least a cumulative
numerical grade of 80 out of 100 or better in
all academic courses.

Scholarships are awarded based on applicant
involvement in community service, school and
leadership activities and academic
achievement. All applications are judged by an
outside independent scholarship judging
organization.

Eligible students must complete the scholarship
application form and submit all the requested
certifying documentation including a certified
copy of the most current high school
cumulative grade transcript.

Applications will be accepted November 15,
2010 through February 28, 2011 (postmark
deadline.)
